If you 

know people who have immigrated to Canada and their maternal language was not 

French or English they qualify for a subsidy; the course cost is $15. The 8-week sessions, 

consisting of 3hr classes twice a week normally costs $115.

Neil has arranged for Kyle Gennings, who you may know as a reporter at CTV 

in Timmins, to host the show. Kyle is both a journalist, and a chef who has 

worked in many kitchens. I felt that his experience in the kitchen would be 

very valuable, but as a journalist he also possesses the interview and on-

camera skills that would be necessary in a host. Neil has also arranged with 

ǘƘŜ [ƻǊŘΩǎ YƛǘŎƘŜƴ ǘƻ ōŜ ǘƘŜ location to shoot the show. Neil is hoping to film 

8 to 10 episodes over the course of two or three days because a mobile TV 

truck will need to come from Sudbury to film the show. So all the episodes 

will be filmed at once, and then the editing will be done afterwards. 

Guests would be expected to supply their own ingredients, as well as any unusual kitchen
